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2014 Draft Budget Submitted to Willow Meadows Board

Below is the Willow Meadows Civic Club draft budget for 2014 which has been submitted to the
Willow Meadows Board. For the most part, it is identical to the 2013 approved budget. This is a
tentative budget which may be revised later to reflect updated income and spending numbers as
we get closer to the end of the year. The main change from last year is the addition of 10 more
security patrol hours per week which are reflected in the increased Security budget. Another
major change is the removal of funds for mosquito abatement for 2014. The difficulty in finding a
contractor to install the proposed system at a reasonable cost prevented the implementation of
the program last year and no change is expected this year. To cover the costs for the additional
security shifts, a 10% dues increase has been proposed which would bring the annual dues to

$275. The budget and dues increase will be finalized by the Board in October.
